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iscal year 2009 was a difficult

year, especially for nonprofit &

organizations. While Queens Q&
Library suffered budget cuts of $8 million, gg
we continued to be the No. 1 circulating "'_l"
library in the nation.

Queens residents sought relief from their ‘(I

economic concerns at their local community
libraries, finding after-school programs for
children, information on job opportunitics, ac-
cess to computers, help in saving money by learning
do-it-yourself skills, and a free, comfortable place

to read, socialize and participate in a wide range of
programs. In every case, Queens Library was there to
answer our customers’ needs.

Responding to those needs, Queens Library
Foundation redoubled its efforts to provide private
funding from foundations, corporations and indi-
viduals. With that support, we were able to keep
after-school programs thriving, hire young people
who needed jobs, provide language and literacy
programs for new Americans and supply many other
urgently necded services, such as resources for the
unemployed.

Thanks to our generous contributors, QLI was even
able to initiate new Library programs, such as our
phone-in program for the homebound elderly, health
literacy programs for users of our Adult Learning
Centers, and cducational programs in math, science,
and the environment for school-age children, with
new preschool literacy software for computers in two
of our busiest locations.
